[questionID] => "title" 

Example

In this example we output the array of table question titles to the page.

The output would be: Array ( [52] => Tetris [53] => Donkey Kong [54] => Super Mario
Brothers [55] => Space Invaders [56] => Pong [57] => Solitaire [58] => Minesweeper
[59] => Snake [60] => Frogger )
