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If you're using JavaScript you'll eventually need to find out where a element ID is. T his tutorial will walk
you through locating your element IDs. 

Browsers:

Each browser will have a different way to find your element ID. In this tutorial I will be using Firefox but
here is some information on the different browser tools. 

Firefox - Right click on any element and select Inspect Element from the menu.

Google Chrome - Right click in on any element and select Inspect Element from the menu.

Safari - Safari requires you to turn Inspect Element on. From your Safari menu bar click Safari >

Preferences  then select the Advanced  tab. Select: Show Develop menu in menu bar. Now

right click and select Inspect Element from the menu. 

Opera - Right click on any element then select Inspect Element from the menu. 

Internet Explorer - Open the T ools  menu from Internet Explorer. Select the Developer T ools

option. T he F12 button can be used as a shortcut. If a new window is opened select the Pin button

in the right corner of the window. Ctrl+P can be used as a shortcut. T his will pin the new window

inside of the Internet Explorer window. Click the arrow button inside of the Developer T oolbar

window at the bottom of the screen. Select which Element needs to be inspected by placing the

cursor over the Element and then click on that Element. 

Finding the Element: 

Once you have located your inspect element tool, right click on the element and click Inspect Element.
It will bring up the element ID. In the image below "sgE-2033346-1-2-element" is my element ID.
